Behaviour Policy

The Montessori Story believes that children should be encouraged to grow and develop to their full potential in a prepared environment, where they know what is expected of them, appropriate to their age and stage of development, and any special needs they may have. The following actions or behaviour is deemed inappropriate; bullying, hitting, pinching, pushing, kicking, spitting, biting, using aggressive language and pulling hair.
Implementation of Behaviour Management Policy:

· Staff will acknowledge the children’s effort, achievements and feelings and by sincere encouragement will lead to the growth of self-esteem and self-discipline.

· Staff will be consistent in managing behaviour in order that children will have the security of knowing what to expect and can build up good patterns of self-discipline.

· Adults must provide a good role model by following rules and showing respect for each other and the children.

· Rules must be made known to adults, staff, parents and children.
Positive Strategies for Behaviour Management:

· One to one adult support for the child who has misbehaved. This will help the child to see what went wrong and offer possible solutions.

· Comfort and support for a child who has been hurt in an incident.

· Explaining why certain behaviour is unacceptable.

· Adults will speak calmly and quietly to the children when dealing with these situations. A child who has misbehaved may be asked to sit on a chair to have a little “time out”.
